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think the Inquiry has looked at, of I think perhaps about a week; I’m not sure. So —. And I 1 

can’t remember the profile throughout February. 2 

Mr Scoffield QC: Chair, I’m grateful for the additional time. I think those were all of the 3 

questions that I wanted to ask Mr Mills. As you’ve heard, his involvement in some of the key 4 

interactions decreased in phase 4. We have his evidence on paper on that, and it might be 5 

that some of these issues are better taken up with Mr Stewart. 6 

The Chairman: As in every other witness, you can direct written enquiries to him and he is 7 

free to answer them in writing. 8 

Mr Scoffield QC: Quite so, Chair. 9 

The Chairman: Mr Mills, thank you very much. You have had quite a prolonged 10 

experience in giving evidence over different days. The panel appreciates that it is not easy, 11 

and there are occasions when you are asked difficult questions upon which a lot depends on 12 

your recollection of some years ago, but they have to be asked, and we have a duty to the 13 

public to ask them. So, on behalf of the public, I thank you for attending. 14 

Mr Mills: Thank you. 15 

The Chairman: Tomorrow, I think we have Mr Forgrave, is it? 16 

Mr Scoffield QC: That’s right, Chair. 17 

The Chairman: Quarter to 10. 18 

Mr Scoffield QC: Thank you. 19 

The Chairman: Thank you very much. 20
